 The pricing on their site is up to date.  Uhlik is one of the longest running outfitting companies in Kansas and Mark was president of the KS Outfitters Assoc for three years.  They agreed to a 15% commission and are offering us two inspection trips, one for turkey and one for whitetail – a great first start.
Also, they have an outstanding offer of 10% discount on all of their hunts for active military and life members of the NRA.  This should be a great addition for OC as we are in need of more high quality whitetail hunts here in the state.
Inspection Trips Needing Filled

13 Spots need filled!!!!!
We are in the time of the year that brings many new inspection trips to OC franchise owners.  The only way we can get these trips done and bring these new places on board is if we have FO’s willing to fill the spots.  We all want new and unique trips to offer, but we have to inspect them to do that.  Please take a good look at these trips as they come up and if you can take them - JUMP IN!!

(ONLY 1 SPOT LEFT) The inspection trip to Cheff Guest Ranch in Montana (www.cheffguestranch.com) has been set.  This trip was filled the day I sent it out but, due to a change in dates one spot has opened back up.  So, if you are looking at a chance to elk hunt in Montana, then why not join Scot Brzozka (OC-MI) on this hunt?  Here is the information:

 

Oct. 14-22 for a 9 day hunt for $2,000 per FO.  It is a rifle hunt for elk and mule deer at their Holbrook camp.   Whoever goes on this will have to get with Karen to do the application online.  The deadline is March 15.  Hunters will have to purchase a $1,500 Big Game outfitter sponsored license.  This is for mule deer, elk and fishing.  You can definitely do some fishing while there.  

 

Should be a first class hunt!   Pretty good deal at $2,000 per hunter plus license for a rifle hunt during bugle for elk, mule deer and fishing in an area renowned for its wildlife.  

 

If you are interested or not in this hunt please let me know ASAP as we need to get your tag application done with the outfitter very soon

(6 SPOTS OPEN) It appears we will not be inspecting Alaska Good Time Charters as I have only had two FO’s show any interest in the trip.  Seems amazing to me with 100+ franchise offices, we don’t have six interested in a $1,500 fishing trip to Alaska.  At this point we have lost our original dates which cost us one franchise owner.  We can move the dates to any of the following dates: June 16-20 and June 22-26 and August 25-29 but, we need to know ASAP if we have and FO’s interested in this trip. The yacht can hold 6 people and what they have offered us is the whole boat for the price of 4.  A four day trip is priced at $2,250 each and thus our cost will be a total of $9,000 for the four day trip for our group of six OC franchise owners - making it $1,500 per person.  Please let me know ASAP if you want to join this trip. (ONLY 2 SPOTS LEFT) The inspection trip to Gateway North Outfitters has been set for a fishing trip to Grant Lake (fly in outpost camp) over the dates of May 24 – 28, 2008.  The whole cabin is set for OC to use for those dates, giving us the opportunity to send six franchise owners on the trip.  We are paying Gateway for a total of three spots, so this is a 2 for 1 deal for each OC franchise owner.  The regular rate for the 5 day trip is $1,060.  This deal makes the trip $530 per franchise owner if we get six to go.  If we get less than that, then the price will adjust accordingly (you can see their rates on the web site).   Ted and Trey Hickman (OC-CA), Frank Calta (OC-MN) and Brian Maloney (OC-IA) have reserved their spots so far.

(2 SPOTS OPEN) The inspection trip to Backwoods Outfitters has been set for a spring black bear hunt this spring.  The dates will be mid May - mid June and can be set once we have our two franchise owners.  The deal is for a 2 for 1 hunt.  The regular rate is $2,850 so this makes the hunt $1,425 per person.  If you are interested in joining this trip let me know ASAP so we can set dates.  You can check out their site at http://www.albertabackwoodsoutfitters.com/.  The hunt starts from Ft. McMurray so you will need to fly in and out of there.  The outfitter will pick you up there when you arrive.  Hunt can be rifle or bow.
