The following information was sent out yesterday in an e-mail from SCI:

Bad Flight - Air Canada Wins Fight Over Firearms Handling Fee
According to The Hunting Report, Air Canada now has the right to charge a $50 (U.S.) fee to handle firearms as checked baggage.  That was the verdict of the Canadian Transportation Agency (CTA) and the decision paves the way for the carrier to begin charging the fee again as soon as possible.  The CTA states that it does not recognize the charge as unreasonable or discriminatory.  The CTA decision today also specifically upholds Air [image: image2.png]


Canada's right to charge Americans $50 (U.S.), while charging travelers from the rest of the world $50 (CDN).  If you are currently holding a ticket bought when the fee was suspended, you do not have to pay the additional fee.”   At this time, The Hunting Report, SCI and the NRA are discussing a boycott of Air Canada.  More information will be pending in future Crosshairs.  (Source: The Hunting Report)

Good Flight - Frontier Airlines Now Allows Sporting Firearms
According to Doug Skelton, Customer Services Director and V.P., Frontier Airlines will issue rules and regulations that allow sporting firearms to be carried on their airplanes.  The new rules should take effect at the beginning of the new year and is welcome news to hunters in lieu of the recent decision by Air Canada to charge hunters for transporting their guns (see above for details).  Frontier Airlines went on to say that they understand the importance of their hunting passengers in the Rocky Mountain and Western regions and look forward to continued support.
